











Synchronous Serial Switch











	A simple synchronous serial switch can be constructed, as shown in figure 1, with a cost/performance ratio approximately 100 times lower than current ATM switch costs.  This is proposed as an alternative development effort, in the event that the cost of ATM switching does not drop as quickly as hoped.

	The delay blocks are used to precisely phase all inputs, thus reducing or eliminating the receiver resynchronization time between data packets.  The switch has a total bandwidth of approximately 4 Gbyte
